« We provide assistance for technical intern trainees when they need to change their training site due to the
management situation at the training site or other unavoidable circumstances.

« Please contact us if you wish to receive assistance such as when a supervising organization refuses to
offer accommodation.

« We also accept reports and provide consultations on violations of the Technical Intern Training Act by
the supervising organizations or implementing organizations

« In principle, the supervising organizations are liable to pay the technical intern trainees the full amount
of travel expenses for their return home after they finish training. If you do not receive payment of the
travel expenses to return home or you are requested to pay part of such expenses, please contact OTIT.

[Examples of problems]

- You feel that there is illegal conduct such as that the sending agency, etc. charged you the expenses
for the travel to Japan, or forced you to pay guarantee money or conclude a penalty contract without
giving you sufficient explanation.
When training is not completed and you want to continue training but you have to return home.
You have difficulty securing your housing or daily meals.
You feel worried or anxious about work or daily life.
You want advice on religion, meals, customs or ways of thinking.
You have doubts about working conditions such as wages and overtime work, etc.
You cannot understand the instructions at the site of the technical intern training, or are
experiencing problems due to differences in lifestyles and ways of thinking.
You feel that there is a violation of the technical practice training law at the training place.
For example,

* Your passport, residence card or bankbook has been taken away from you

» Going out is unjustly restricted

* Unfair restrictions are imposed on the freedom of your private life (possession of a mobile phone
is forbidden)
The content of the technical intern training is different from what was explained to you
You are forced to engage in technical intern training by means of assault, intimidation, etc.
You are suffering violation of human rights such as bullying or power harassment.
You are being forced to return home against your will
When it has become impossible to continue with the intern training due
to the management situation of the training site, but the supervising
organization is not cooperating in searching for a new training site.
‘When going on to technical intern training (iii), you are hoping to change the
training site, but the supervising organization is not cooperating in searching
for a new training site.
- There is something you do not understand about the technical intern training
program
You do not know who to consult regarding Japanese laws and various systems.

. 14. “Reports” you can submit

If a technical intern trainee encounters conduct which is in violation of the Technical Intern Training Act, he
or she may report the illegal conduct to the related organization by either of the following methods: (1) report
pursuant to the Technical Intern Training Act; or (2) report pursuant to the Labor Standards Act, etc.

(1) Report Pursuant to the Technical Intern Training Act

(1) In cases where the implementing organization, supervising organization, or officers or employees
thereof (referred to in the following paragraph as "implementing organization, etc.") is in violation of
the provisions of this Act or an order based thereon, the technical intern trainee may report such fact
to the competent ministers.

(2) The implementing organization, etc., shall not suspend the technical intern trainee or discriminate
against the technical intern trainee by reason of the technical intern trainee having given the report
provided for in the preceding paragraph.

(Article 49 of the Technical Intern Training Act)

Pursuant to the Technical Intern Training Act, the technical intern trainee may personally report the illegal
conduct of the implementing organization, the supervising organization, etc. to the Commissioner of the
Immigration Services Agency and the Minister of Health, Labour and Welfare. The report may also be made
through an agent who submits a power of attorney.

The following are examples of violations of the Technical Intern Training Act

Technical intern training is forced by means of assault, intimidation, etc.

Passports or residence cards have been taken away for safe keeping.

. 16. Social insurance o
Social insurance is a system to guarantee the medical expenses required for illnesses and injuries,
and to guarantee the lives of the subscriber and surviving family through the payment of pensions,
etc., in cases of death due to illness or injury or in the event of a certain disability.

You have the obligation to pay the insurance premiums,
but if it is difficult for you to pay, you may seek exemption or postponement of payment by following
the prescribed procedure. You can carry out the procedure through electronic filing via the MynaPortal.

(4) Procedure for claiming a lump sum withdrawal payment for the employees’ pension and
national pension
«If a person has paid into the Employees’ Pension or the National Pension for at least six months and has
returned to their home country without fulfilling the qualification period to receive a pension (10 years), such
person will be able to receive a lump sum withdrawal payment from the Japan Pension Service.
The amount of the lump sump payment will be calculated with an upper limit of 60 months (5 years)
depending on the period of participation in the Japanese pension system.

[Explanation] To those who have a pension period in a country that has a social security
agreement with Japan

If you have a pension subscription period for a country that has a social security agreement that allows
the pension subscription period in Japan and the pension subscription period in your country to be added
together, you may be able to receive a Japanese pension through adding together the pension subscription
period of both countries.

If the total pension subscription period in the two countries is less than the period required for the
eligibility to receive pension in Japan (ten years), you may claim a lump sum withdrawal payment. However,
if you receive a lump sum withdrawal payment, you will not be able to add the pension subscription period
in Japan before you claimed the withdrawal lump sum because this period is deemed not to have existed.
For this reason, please carefully read the warning notice about the lump sum withdrawal payment claim
before requesting the lump sum withdrawal payment.

Please ask the person(s) in charge at the implementing organization or
supervising organization, and follow the procedure.
Also, as a requirement for receiving lump sum withdrawals, you cannot have a Japanese address on the day that
the Japan Pension Service receives your claim. Please submit a transfer notice to your city of residence before
returning to your country.
(Note) Please note that you will not fulfill the requirements for receiving the lump sum withdrawal if you re-
enter Japan and hold a Japanese residential address before the Japan Pension Service receives the claim.

‘ 17. Labor insurance o) /

Labor insurance is a national system that provides benefits (workers’ accident compensation
insurance) for injuries and illnesses during work or commuting, and benefits (employment
insurance) in the case of unemployment.

This is obligatory for workplaces that employ even only one worker.

[Explanation] About part of the agriculture, forestry and fisheries industry

For part of the agriculture, forestry and fisheries industry, workers” accident compensation insurance
is voluntarily applied, but in this case, you must subscribe to private voluntary insurance as an alternative
measure to workers’ accident compensation insurance.

(1) Workers’ accident compensation insurance

« In the event that workers suffer injuries, fall ill, become disabled or die due to their work or commuting,

necessary benefits will be granted to protect the workers themselves and their surviving families.

Benefits granted under the workers' accident compensation insurance include the following.

i.  Medical treatment (compensation), etc. benefits: Benefits for necessary medical treatment are granted (see page 134).

ii. Temporary absence from work (compensation), etc. benefits: 60% of the basic daily benefit amount is paid
per day of absence from the fourth day of absence (see page 136).

iii. Injury and disease (compensation), etc. pension: Pension is paid according to the grade of injury and
disease if the worker's injury or disease is not cured after one year and six months from the day of the
commencement of medical treatment.

iv. Disability (compensation), etc. benefits: Pension or a lump-sum is paid according to the grade of disability
if the worker becomes disabled.

v. Nursing care (compensation), etc. benefits: An amount of expenses incurred for nursing care is paid in
cash if the worker needs nursing care due to severe aftereffects.

vi. Surviving family (compensation), etc. benefits and funeral expenses: Pension or a lump-sum and funeral
expenses are paid to the worker's surviving family.

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Don't forget to pay resident tax!

+ The resident tax is a tax that must be paid to the local municipal office for foreigners having a domicile within
Japan as of January 1, and earned income that is above a certain amount.The same applies if you leave Japan
after January 2.

- If the obligatory resident tax payment due is delinquent, the taxpayer may not be able to renew their foreign
residency during the period that they are authorized to stay, etc.

- If an employee whose employer deducts resident taxes from their monthly salary leaves the company, the
employee can request the employer to deduct all unpaid resident taxes from their salary or retirement allowance and
pay the municipality on behalf of the employee.

- A taxpayer who plans to leave Japan must appoint a resident in Japan (tax agent) who will be responsible for
handling tax activities on the employee’s behalf, and notify the municipality where the employee lives if unable to
pay the resident tax before leaving Japan.
